Check for any scratches or
smudges on the disc.

*  The disc is not recorded with sound or
subtitles in multiple languages.

*  The audio or subtitle language setting is
prohibited on the disc.

Cannot display some files in USB device

e The number of folders or files in the USB
device has exceeded a certain limit. This
phenomenon is not a malfunction.

*  The formats of these files are not supported.

USB device not supported

e The USB device is incompatible with the
unit. Try another one.
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
