The audio quality is poor and crackling 
noise can be heard.
•     The Bluetooth device is out of range.
      Reduce the distance between your 
      headphones and Bluetooth device,  
 or remove obstacles between them.
•   Charge your headphones.

The audio quality is poor when stream-
ing from a mobile phone, is very slow or 
streaming does not work at all.
Make sure your mobile phone not only 
supports (mono) HFP but also supports 
A2DP and is BT4.0x (or higher) compati-
ble (see ‘Technical data’ on page 8).

I hear but cannot control music on my 
Bluetooth device (e.g. play/pause/skip 
forward/backward).
